Significance of Ashadi Ekadashi:

Devotional Importance:
It marks the beginning of Chaturmas, the four holy months when Lord Vishnu is believed to

go into a cosmic sleep (yoga-nidra) on the Shesha Naag (celestial serpent).

Devotees believe that observing this day earns immense spiritual merit and leads to
liberation (moksha).

Warkari Tradition (Maharashtra):

Ashadi Ekadashi is the culmination of the Pandharpur Wari, a major pilgrimage where
thousands of Warkaris (devotees) walk barefoot to the Vitthal temple in Pandharpur to

seek blessings of Lord Vitthal (a form of Krishna/Vishnu).
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The event is a vibrant display of bhakti (devotion), discipline, and unity.

Event Report

Jalna (Representative): On the occasion of Ashadhi Ekadashi, a Children's Dindi
(procession) was organized at Rajarshi Shahu English School and Junior College, run by the
Bhildari Multipurpose Society, located in Chaudhari Nagar.

The event was graced by the presence of the president of the Bhildari Multipurpose Society,
Revati Tai Mante, society secretary Prof. Dr. Sugadev Mante, principal Latika Manoj, Varun
Ambekar, Aparna Bhandare, and Dr. Varsha Shelke.

In this children’s Dindi, boys dressed as small Vitthal-Rukmini in traditional Warkari
attire—white caps, pyjamas, bundis, and dhotis—while girls wore colorful sarees and
carried tulsi plants on their heads. With saffron flags in hand, the beats of taal and mridang,
and the harmonious singing, the Dindi proceeded with chants of Dnyanoba, Tukoba and
Vitthoba-Rakhumai, drawing the attention of the local residents.

The school students were beautifully and authentically dressed as child Vitthal-Rukmini,
Tukaram Maharaj, Dnyaneshwar, and Muktai. The procession, held in the school premises
with the rhythm of taal-mridang and slogans of Dnyanoba-Tukaram, conveyed a strong
message of devotion.

The children acted as child Warkaris, dancing while carrying the palkhi (palanquin) and
flags, just like in the real Pandharpur Wari pilgrimage. They danced in circles and
celebrated joyfully with chants, mimicking the traditional games and festivities of the Wari.

During the Dindi, teachers Dnyaneshwar Bhutekar, Tukaram Kokare, Varun Ambekar, and
Ganesh Bhutekar presented the spiritual composition (Bharud) of Sant Eknath. Female
teachers played the traditional game Phugadi during the palanquin ceremony, doubling the
joy of the children.

The entire area was immersed in devotion to Lord Vitthal due to this children's Dindi.
Akshay Kasar anchored the event, and the vote of thanks was delivered by Aparna
Bhandare. On this occasion, teaching and non-teaching staff, students, and parents were
present.
